Please make your hotel reservations. The room block has been extended to October 10 to accommodate 
the slower than normal budgets this year. Government travelers can escape some taxes if they present a 
tax exempt form at check-in. There is ample parking around Casa Munras, but if you choose not to have a 
car, there is plenty to do within walking distance of the hotel in the evenings. 
 
At the conference, there will be usual breaks. Lunch is on your own. There is a fine restaurant within the 
hotel and we are within easy walking distance of the shopping area and numerous delis, coffee shops, 
pubs, and restaurants. There are approximately ten places to eat within 500 feet.  See the restaurant list 
included in the registration packet.
